EVAPOTATOR : Located inside the vehicle, the evaporator seagethie heat absorption
component.

ORIFICE : The orifice, either a tube or an expansion valyépcated in the inlet tube of the
evaporator, or in the liquid line, somewhere betwéne outlet of the condenser and the inlet of the
evaporator.

ACCUMULATOR : Accumulators or driers are used in all systenitss connected directly to the
evaporator outlet and stores excess liquid refaigeThe second job of the accumulator drier is to
remove moisture and contaminates from the system.
